QUESTIONS & ANSWERS

1. How can I register for the competition?  Can I register on-line?

You can register by coming down personally to pick up and submit the Registration Form with appropriate payment at the Customer Service Counter, 1st Storey, The URA Centre, 45 Maxwell Road Singapore 069118.   

Alternatively, you can print out the Registration Form that is available on the Competition website and post it with appropriate payment to The Promoter, Southern Ridges – Bridge Design Competition, The Urban Redevelopment Authority, 12th Storey, The URA Centre, 45 Maxwell Road, Singapore 069118 (Attention: Ms Ng Bee Theng).

2. Can I enter the competition if I do not complete the registration form?

Only registered architectural firms can compete.  Each submission for the competition must at least have the name of a firm that has registered for the competition.   Submissions not made in the name of a registered competitor will be disqualified.  

Thus, we encourage all architectural firms that intend to take part in the competition to register their interest before the registration deadline.  If for some reason a firm does not register for the competition before the registration deadline, they will only be able to enter jointly with a firm that is already registered.

3. Can I buy a copy of the competition package without registering for the competition?

No, the competition package is only available upon completion of the registration form and payment of S$20 fee.

4. Can I register more than once if I want more copies of the competition package?

Yes, firm can make additional registrations if they wish to purchase extra copies of the competition package. This will not disqualify the firm from the competition.  However, each competitor is allowed to make only ONE submission for each bridge.

5. Do I need to register three times to make three submissions for each of the bridges in the competition?

Yes

6. Is the registration open only to architectural firm?

Yes, the registration is only opened to an architectural firm.

7. Can a member of the SIA council participate since the competition is organised in consultation with the SIA?

Except for the president, other council members can participate in the competition.

8. Our registered firm in this competition is one division in a company, but our firms is registered as individual companies and complies with the law for architects.  Is this alright?

Yes

9. If my architectural firm intends to collaborate with another architectural firm for competition, does the registration have to be made in both companies' names?

No - only one of the architectural firm needs to register.  However, the team must collaborate with a civil & structural engineering consultancy firm to submit the design proposals.
10. If I register for the competition under my firm's name now, do I have to re-register if I want to team up with another firm later on?

At least one architectural firm in the team must register in order to compete. If your firm has registered already, there is no need to re-register later on if you decide to team up with another firm, even if this firm has not registered for the competition.

11. If I already have a copy of the competition package, do I have to register separately to enter the competition?

You need not register again if you are teaming up with an architectural firm that has already registered for the competition.  If not, you will have to complete and submit a registration form with appropriate payment to entr the competition.

12. Is the contest open only to the architectural firms or can I submit my design proposals as an individual?

The competition is opened to all architectural firms (sole proprietorships, partnerships or corporations) that are qualified or licensed to provide architectural services in Singapore.  If your firm does not meet this criterion, you will need to collaborate with an architectural firm that is qualified or licensed to provide architectural services in order to submit your proposal.  There must be a civil & structural engineering consultancy firm in the team.
13. I am not qualified or licensed to provide architectural services but I am considering teaming up with an architectural firm to enter the competition.  How do I get a copy of the competition package?  Can I register now with my firm's name and collaborate with a firm who would have the qualification later when submitting the design proposal?

No, you will have to approach a Singapore-registered architectural firm to register for the competition in order to obtain a copy of the competition package. 

14. Do you permit any student, landscape architect, sculptor etc. to join the competition?

Students, landscape architects and sculptors may participate in the competition by collaborating with an architectural firm that meets the qualifying criteria.

15. Can a foreign firm participate in the competition?

The Competition is opened only to the local architectural firm to promote excellence in the Singapore’s architectural and urban design scene.  However, we do not rule out that there may be interested designers outside of Singapore who may want to participate.  They will have to collaborate with a local architecture firm and led by a Singapore registered-architect, who would register for the Competition.  We support such collaboration with a view that it will help to achieve a cross-fertilisation of ideas and expertise.

16. Can two foreign firms combine as a team and submit a design proposal?

Two foreign firms can form a team and submit a design proposal provided that the team has an architectural firm (sole proprietorships, partnerships, or corporations) that is qualified or licensed to provide architectural services in accordance with the laws and requirements in existence in Singapore, and the team has collaborated with a civil & structural engineering consultancy firm.  

17. Will a list of all registered firms for the competition be released after the closing date?

No, anonymity of the registered competitor will be preserved throughout the entire duration of the competition - the list of competitors will only be released after the winner and the ... have been announced
